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HM2. Declaration of Resident’s Tax

Resident’s Tax is the local tax to be paid by those living in Setagaya on
January 1, 2021.

Even if you do not have to pay taxes because you do not have income, those
who join National Health Insurance (Kokumin Kenko Hoken), Long-term Care
Insurance (Kaigo Hoken), Medical Care System for Older Senior Citizens (Koki
Koreisha Iryo Seido) or National Pension Program(Kokumin Nenkin) need to
declare Resident’s Tax, except for the following cases:

@ Those who get a salary only from one source and their income tax is

adjusted at the end of 2020 by their employer

@ Those who have income only from public pensions

® Those who file a tax return at the Tax Office

[Reporting the final income tax return (Kakutei Shinkoku)]
-Income Tax is a national tax that people who live in Japan and have income
must pay.
-Those who earn a salary of more than ¥20 million or who receive a salary from
two or more places must report the final income tax return.
-Those who paid ¥100 thousand or more for medical expenses for the whole
family in 2020 or those who have experienced a disaster or theft incident may
get the tax refund by reporting the final income tax return.

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H4. Doll’ s Festival (Japanese culture)

"Hina-matsuri’ (Doll’ s Festival) is one of the annual events in Japan.
Hina-matsuriis celebrated at a family having girls on March 3rd by decorating Aina
dolls.

Hina dolls depict the state of imperial court and there are Odairi-sama

(an emperor), Ohina-sama (an empress), Sannin-kanjyo (three court ladies in waiting)
and Gonin-bayashi (five court musicians).

You can see Hina dolls displays in Jidayubori Park Minkaen (from February 19 to March
3) and some other places in Setagaya.

On Hina-matsuri day, we eat traditional dishes such as chirashi-zushi, clam soup, white
sake, Hina-arare (bite-sized sweet rice crackers) and Hishi-mochi (the lozenge-shaped
rice cakes) and wish for the growth and happiness of girls.
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
